Art Foundations 
Elective Studio Art for Non-Art Majors

Art Foundations is designed to give varying levels of’ art experiences in technique, concepts, and design to students who, while having an interest in the visual arts, are not themselves art majors. The class will have both two and three-dimensional aspects, along with some art history to put assignments in context.


Students will be assigned readings from the Art and Man series as they relate to particular assignments. Students will be expected to relate information from the readings when discussing their own assignment 

Students are expected to be receptive to instruction and to put forth reasonable effort in the completion of assignments. Criterion for grading will be made upon introduction of assignments. Work not completed during the allotted class time will be due, without penalty, within a reasonable timeframe. Students may complete assignments at home or make other arrangements with the instructor as needed. Students dissatisfied with a grade on a particular assignment may consult with the instructor and rework or “tweak” their assignment and resubmit it for reconsideration of grade.
 
All students will be informed individually as to their standing in class (missing/incomplete assignments) on an ongoing basis. 

All materials needed for the successful completion of this class will be provided. Students are expected to be respectful, and not wasteful of materials. They are expected to be in their assigned seat when the tardy bell rings and to remain seated and on task until instructed to begin cleanup. Unnecessary movement about the room, loud talking or other disruptive behavior may be cause for removal and referral to their grade level administrator. 

Students are expected to maintain regular attendance to allow for interaction with both the instructor and their peers in the completion of their work. Extra credit assignments and outside projects, while encouraged cannot take the place of class assignments completed on a timely basis. 

The final exam will be of a performance nature, with criteria to be announced.
