Drawing and Design 
Sophomore Level Studio Art 
Drawing and Design is planned as a class that will improve drawing skills by introducing a systematic approach to laying out and completing a drawing. (The four layers of drawing...place, divide, rough. detail) The class has a strong emphasis on drawing from life with accuracy. Students will be taught skills such as sighting and perspective along with accepted techniques with a variety of materials. 
Students are expected to be receptive to instruction and to put forth reasonable effort in the completion of assignment. Criterion for grading assignments will be made upon introduction. Work not completed during class time allotted will be due, without penalty, within a reasonable time, normally one week. Students may complete assignments at home or make arrangements to come in during the school day or before or after school. Students dissatisfied with a grade on a particular assignment may consult with the instructor, rework the assignment and resubmit it for reconsideration if desired. 
All students will be informed personally of their status in class (in terms of missing or incomplete work) on a regular basis... normally two weeks before the close of the six week period. At this time they will be informed of any deadlines for submitting missing or incomplete work. Work that comes in after deadline will be accepted without penalty if submitted by the second (final) deadline… work that comes in after the close of grades but before grades go online will be accepted, but the highest grade it will receive is a “C”. No work will be accepted after grades have gone on line. 
Any and all materials needed for successful completion of this class will be provided. Occasional “out of class” assignments will be given and they will carry the same weight as a class assignment. Students are expected to be respectful and not wasteful of materials. They are expected to be in their assigned seat when the tardy bell rings and to remain seated and on task until cleanup. Unnecessary movement about the room, loud talking or other disruptive behavior may be cause for removal and referral to their grade level administrator. 
Students are expected to attend regularly to allow them the opportunity to interact with both the instructor and their peers in the completion of their work. Extra credit is encouraged but cannot take the place of class assignments completed in a timely fashion. 

Final examination will be performance. with three parts: one done outside of class, a second done during regular class time, and a third done during the scheduled final exam period. The final exam grade will be a composite of these three parts.
