Senior Studio/Workshop is a blocked two-hour studio class taken for one semester opposite Senior Museum Experience. It is intended to give students the opportunity to focus on the production of a variety of high quality pieces in both two and three-dimensional media. Emphasis will be on producing work suitable for inclusion in their portfolio. 


Students are expected to be receptive to instruction and to put forth a reasonable effort in the completion of assignments. They are expected to articulate their thoughts about their work, their process and the work of others. The quality and integrity of their work should be above question. Students developing a specific portfolio direction will be allowed the opportunity to opt out of assignments that do not fit their needs with the understanding that the alternative assignment(s) are of scope, depth and breadth to be deemed suitable. 


Assignments need to be completed in a timely fashion, but students will be given as much leeway as possible to work both in and out of class and still be administrative grade deadlines. However, no work can be accepted for grade after grades have been recorded on line. 


Students dissatisfied with a grade on a particular assignment will be given the opportunity, after discussion with the instructor, to redo or “tweak” their assignment and resubmit it for reconsideration. 


Final examination will be performance, in three parts: an out of class assignment, a class assignment done over several class periods, and a final assignment done during the allotted final exam period. The final exam grade will be a composite of the three assignments.
