Course Description:
This course will introduce students to 2-D and 3-D design.  The emphasis will be on art as a form of human communication.

Additional Materials/References:  Video tapes, slide presentations, reproductions and original artwork will complement students learning in Art Fundamentals.

Course Overview/Contents:  Concepts and vocabulary of Elements and Principles of Design will be introduced, reinforced, and reinterpreted through student assignments and projects.

Students will work with natural forms, the human figure, self-portrait, human-made objects, and letter forms as subject matter for 2-D and 3-D design.  A variety of media used in this course will include pencil, pen and ink, watercolor, cut paper, clay and printmaking.

Class Format:
Art Fundamentals is structured as a studio class

Methods of Assessment: 
The teacher will use rubrics to evaluate and grade student projects.  Rubrics will state the specific aspects of the student’s work to be graded.  The rubric will also be used by the students and teacher to structure regular class critiques.

Assignments:  Assignments will vary in length from one day to several weeks.  Students are expected to use time wisely to complete work in class.

Attendance:  A student’s participation in class is essential for success.  This includes daily attendance, being on time, ready to learn and participation in critiques.  Student skills in using time well will be developed, supported and reflected in student grades.

Classroom procedures:  Class will start with an opening activity that introduces the concept and vocabulary being used.  Students will be directed by the teacher in the main activity for that hour.  Class will conclude with an activity to reinforce the concept/s used that day.  Students will clean-up in the room before dismissal.  A formal critique will be held and the end of each completed project.
Final Exams:
Written and practical exams will be given.

Incomplete Grades:

Tutoring:  As needed.  I am happy to stay after school in order to help a student catch-up or just understand a concept by giving individual attention.

Plagiarism/Academic Dishonesty:  Students are expected to create and complete their own work.  Writing or images created by others must be credited to the author, photographer, artist, etc.
