Course Description:  Creative Writing Practice is exactly what it means.  While 9th grade was an introduction to Creative Writing, 10th grade is designed as a bridge to guide students from learning about themselves and how and why they write to improving their writing and revising skills and honing their craft in preparation for the intensity of 11th and 12th grade and beyond.  CW students should possess a passion and talent for writing in order to have success in this major.


The first quarter focuses on creative writing drills, using literary devices, using the 5 senses in order to paint vivid, 3 dimensional pictures to the reader, brushing up on elements of style, using the 6 traits of writing questions, and reading and writing epic and narrative poetry.  Epic poetry, like “Beowulf,” descended from the oral tradition, before stories were written down.  I will stress all year: students will be reading their own and famous authors’ literature OUT LOUD!  The brain is a remarkable thing.  It will often compensate for mistakes that writers make.  Reading OUT LOUD helps writers catch mistakes and improve word choices, description, and the visceral, physical feel of reading.


The second quarter focuses on journalism, past and present, where students will produce the school newspaper, write news articles, interview peers and adults, take photographs, write captions, solicit advertising and draw comic strips and political cartoons.  We will also read and write morality tales using the Iambic Pentameter form and learn how to research information for a short paper.


The third quarter focuses on playwriting, acting and performance poetry.  Students will learn how to write dialogue and stage directions, how to use meaningful eye contact, body movements and gestures, and how to have convincing and dynamic stage presences.  Students will also write, act in, and film public service announcements.


The fourth quarter focuses on classic and contemporary short stories and novels.  Students will study and employ the elements of narrative writing, do some short story genre writing (fantasy, science fiction, etc.), and finally get ready for summer by writing resumes, practice interviewing, writing formal and business letters, making a business plan, and playing some money games for extra credit or test score help.


The second hour of CW Practice is British Authors Honors, so we will be reading selected texts from “Beowulf,” to The Canterbury Tales to “Macbeth,” to “The Time Machine,” to Lord of the Flies, and maybe even some Harry Potter and remember, we will be reading them OUT LOUD!  Many of the writing assignments will be aligned to reflect these timeless classics.


Writers will develop their skills in writing by practicing writing as a process.  That means REVISE, REVISE, REVISE!  By the end of each semester students will have generated a lot of writing, the best of which should be assembled in a portfolio for student reflection and presented to the teacher for a semester grade.  The aim is for students to reflect on their work and come to understand their strengths and weaknesses as a writer.  Much time in class is workshop.  CW students should come to class ready to sit and write.

Overarching Enduring Questions For Writing and Reading:

Writing:

Why study vocabulary? What is the point of learning new words?

*Why learn mechanics, usage, grammar and spelling? 
*What if we  didn't do it?  When is it ok to break the rules?

* What if writing didn't exist?  Why share personal experiences in writing?

Where do writers get their ideas? How do writers express their thoughts and feelings?  What makes writing flow?

What is the best writing process?

*How does writing reflect, as well as shape culture?

*Why am I writing? For whom? What am I trying to achieve through my writing?  Who will read my writing?  What will work best for my audience?

Why does a writer choose the form of writing he/she does?

What is the relationship between reader and writer?

How do writers communicate clearly? 

Why is research important in writing?  How do I verify facts in texts and on the Web? How do I avoid plagiarism?  Why are there more non-fiction writers than fiction writers?

What is Journalism? What constitutes “news?” Why are people interested in the “news?” What is the inverted pyramid form of writing?  What is “timeliness?” How can photographs and captions enhance a story? 

How can I answer the question, “Why would anyone want to read what I have written?”  
*To what extent is the pen mightier than the sword?

*What makes a great story?  Is a good read always a great book?

*Can fiction reveal "truth"?  Should a story teach you something? Why read fiction?

*How are the stories from other places and times about me?  How does literature reveal us to ourselves

*What is the author saying? What is the gist?  What is the main idea(s)?  How do I know?

What is the moral of the story?

*What do you do when you do not understand everything in the text? To what extent does it matter that you do not understand the whole text?  

*How do you know when a text is worth reading more than once?

*What can I learn or use from this piece of writing to improve my writing?

CREATIVE WRITING Policies

Check the homework corner to see what you missed.  Go to the handout box and grab necessary handouts.  See me for questions.  You have two days per absence to make up daily homework, and one week to make up a test or quiz. Grading:  All grades will be posted on ESIS as quickly as I can enter the data.  You and your parent are able to access this information; all you need is your student ID.  Access the MHSA web page and go to student services to get started.  Check regularly as I do not want to hear, “I thought I handed that in!” Especially since late work is only taken one day, these excuses will not fly.  Also, in the homework corner, I will print out grades once a week, you are to check and consult with me.  There are to be no surprises in knowing your grade, stay on top of it!

QUALITY OF WORK: My time is valuable and so is your time, so let’s not waste it.  I will not accept a writing product that looks like a draft, unless of course, it is the draft assigned.  I will not read work that looks incomplete, unfinished, or marred.  Do your best job every time.  
Technology: “My computer crashed, I’m outta ink, my printers busted, I swore I saved it, I lost my flash drive, tears, sob, whine, gasp!” I’ve heard all the excuses and am not interested in yours.  Technology is faulty, unpredictable, incompatible, and crashes when you need it most.  If all else fails, email it to me.  I allow for students to print from the lab, or on occasion from my computer. Be responsible, don’t wait to the last minute and you’ll avoid a ton of tech frustrations!
Plagiarism: 3 Strikes; you’re out!

1st time: failure of assignment, administrative referral, contact home

2nd time: failure of quarter, administrative referral, contact home

3rd time: out of the department, administrative referral contact home

Plagiarism is easy to avoid with use of citation.  It will not be tolerated within this department.  The above policy will be enforced.

Acceptable Content:  I’m flexible here, but I am a mandated reporter if I suspect abuse of any kind I must report it legally.  Also, there are over 600,000 words in the English language, profanity is easy to avoid.  Taboo subjects welcome, but grizzly violence for sake of violence is not.

---------------Creative Writing Procedures  ----------------

Author’s Chair: The author’s chair is a time for students to share their work with their peers.  Typically we will select certain writer’s work to be highlighted, or the entire class may share: contingent upon our focus.  THIS IS A SACRED TIME AND SPACE AND SAFETY AND TRUST ARE PARAMOUNT!  The objective for an all class workshop is for students to assess, evaluate, and enjoy another person’s work.  These discussions in author’s chair focus on providing constructive feedback, praise, and editing comments and tips.  The writer(s) should be prepared to express intent, process, and any other musings on the work.  The assessor should be prepared to provide specific feedback positively and constructively.  

The Writer’s Workshop:  Percolate, imagine, brainstorm, rewrite and do it daily.  That is the procedure and expectation.  No loudness, disrespect, or off task behavior is permissible.  We come here together to write and we will aid each other in this process.  You are responsible for maintaining the integrity of this writer’s workshop , so you may truly cultivate your artistic voice.  So sit and write. Writing begets writing

The Teacher’s Role:  I am here to help aid in your process in any way possible.  I will help with idea pitching, brainstorming, finding trouble spots, editing, revising, direction, starting, reviewing, etc.  I will not micro-manage you, but if I see that you are off task, repeatedly, I will discuss this with you and enforce consequences if needed.  Do the right thing and we will work well together.  Do not attempt excuses for why something is not done, see me beforehand if problems occur or something unforeseeable is happening, and it will.  I am human and know that life happens, so come talk to me, I am not a mind reader, but I’m reasonable and fair.

Students with IEP:  Please see me for accommodations on work load and assignments if
