Course Description

Theatre dance explores dance forms seen in musical theatre.  Both technique and performance quality are emphasized.  Dance techniques studied will include classical jazz, modern, ballet/lyrical and tap.  In addition, beginning composition, dance history and repertory skills are utilized within the class.
Class Format

The class is taught in a standard dance format including warm-up, across the floor and center.  Most instruction takes place though teacher demonstration of dance steps and combinations.  Students will also create choreography and perform as the capstone to the course.  Academic work is taught on select days and students are expected to sit attentively on the studio floor and take notes. Note that touch may be used in corrections.  If you are not comfortable with that please notify the teacher.

Incomplete Grades

Expectations

· Students will respect the environment and those around them.  Street shoes are not allowed on the dance floors and students may not hang or sit on barres for their and others safety.

THEATER  DANCE/AEROBIC DANCE  DRESS POLICY

Each student must have at least two sets of dance clothes so that one may be laundered while the other is being worn. All dance equipment must be at school by the second day of class .
